ABSTRACT

Within the framework of the observer-dependent theory of everything (ODTOE), a structural
investigation of the number 666 is undertaken as an archetypal pattern in observation dynamics.
It is shown that in the architecture of the minimal act of observation, the number 666 corresponds
to three complete cycles ®,, without reaching a self-affine fixed point * = &(U*). The
computation of the digital root (6 +- 6 + 6 = 18 — 1 + 8 = 9) is interpreted as an operation of
self-observation over the cycle O(O), actualizing the potential nine embedded in the structure of
three sixes. Parallels are established with the problem of the open loop in artificial intelligence,
with the automatism of existence, and with the archetype of fear regarding the number 666 in
religious tradition. An ODTOE-interpretation of the transformation from state 666 to state 9
is proposed as a transition from unconscious repetition to reflexive awareness of one’s own

cyclicity.
